CONTROLS AND FUNCTIONS

. Whip antenna
Be sure to straighten the antenna fully when communi-
cating. Secure it to the headset when not in use or when
the straightened antenna hinders your movement. Note,
however, that the efficiency will be reduced by about 756%
when the antenna is retracted.

. POWER switch
Set to MAN for manual operation and press the PUSH
TO TALK button when you transmit. At VOX position,
transmit/receive switching is automatic: vyour voice
activates the transmit circuit.

INSTALLING A BATTERY

One 9-voit rectangular battery is required to operate your
unit. We recommend our 23-583 or 23-553 for long life. In-
sert a coin in the slot on the bottom of the unit and twist
to open the cover. Observing polarity -- as shown inside the
compartment -- put the battery in place. Replace the bat-
tery cover.

Slide the metal plate of the belt clip into the slot on the back
of the transceiver until the clip snaps into place, as shown
above. You will have to apply tension to the clip spring as
you insert the metal plate into the slot.

To remove the belt clip, press the locking tab and slide the
clip out of the slot.

OPERATION

. Straigten the whip antenna.

2. Put on the headset. Adjust the headset for comfortable
fit. Put the microphone within 1" of your mouth.

3. Set the POWER switch to VOX {for hands-free com-
munication} or MAN (for manual push-to-talk opera-
tion).

4. With the VOLUME switch, select the most comfortable
listening level.

5. When you select the VOX mode, select the mic sensitivity

by using the VOX/MIC switch.

The setting of the VOX/MIC switch can be important. Ina
noisy environment, you will have to set to L.ow because the
surrounding noise may keep the unit in the transmit mode
continuously. You will have to speak louder inta the mic at
this setting. In a quieter area, use Medium or High settings.

At these settings a softer voice can key the transmittar nn
Dvivinmg tramemitting, pewr veive ww. Lo HEAFA TAFrOUgn the

earphone. |If you cannot hear your voice, you are talking
too softly: speak a little louder, or use a higher setting of
VOX/MIC. Remember, shouting into the mic does not in-
crease the signal strength; it only increases distortion.

6. When you select the MAN mode, press PUSH TO TALK
in order transmit; release it to receive. {In VOX mode,
this switching is automatic. When you start to talk, the
unit is in the transmit mode; when you stop, the unit
will receive,)

The TRC-500 cannot receive while transmitting. Wait for
the break before you transmit (either automatically or
manually).

CARE AND MAINTENANCE

Your unit uses conservatively rated parts and is built in ac-
cordance with Radio Shack’s exacting quality control.
However, you should treat it with the care accorded to any
electronic equipment. Don’t expose it to temperature ex-
tremes — either high or low. Avoid using it in dusty or humid
areas.

When the case needs be cleangd, use a soft, lint-free cloth
slightly moistened with mild detergent. Never use a harsh
solvent such as thinner.

If the communication range decreases, chances are that the
battery is weak, Replace it with a new one. By the way, never
leave a weak or dead battery in your unit. Even so-called
leak-proof types can swell and leak damaging chemicals.

Also, if you are not going to use your unit for a week or
more, remove the battery.

If your unit seems defective, do NOT try to repair it. Only
a qualified technician can repair this unit. Bring it to your
local Radio Shack store.
