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Programming The Universal Remote Control

The Universal infra-red Remote Control supplied is capable of operating selected brands of VDP and many brands of
VCRs and Cable Television Converter boxes which operate with an infra—red Remote Control.

This allows you the advantage of needing only one remote to operate the TV, VDP, VCR and Cable Television
Converter box.

NOTE: The Universal Remote Control memory is limited. Some models of VDPs, VCRs or Cable Television Converter
boxes may not operate. The Universal Remote Control is not designed to control all features that are available in all
models.
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VCR FUNCTION buttons allow the user to
program the correct infra-red code necessary
to operate selected brands of VCRs (default
code is 00).

CABLE TELEVISION buttons allow the userto
program the correct infra-red code necessary
to operate selected brands of cable television
converter boxes (default code is 01).
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The proper infra—red code for the VCR Function buttons and cable TV buttons can be obtained two ways.
1. Use the infra—red access codes
2. “Sequence method”

Confirm VCR is plugged in and operating
properly, then turn OFF.

Determine brand of VCR.

Identify code(s) associated with the brand in the
infra—red code index for VCRs (located in this
manual).

Place the Universal Remote VCR/VDP switch in
the VCR position .

Press and hold VCR POWER button down on
Universa! Remote.

Enter two digit code using keyboard “0” through
“9” buttons. The VCR shouid turn ON.

NOTE: Some brands have multiple codes, repeat

Confirm VCR is plugged in and operating
properly, then turn OFF.

P Button Repeat-
edly Until VCR
Turns ON.

Place the Universal Remote VCR/VDP switch in
the VCR position.

Press and hold VCR POWER button down on
Universal Remote.

Press ADVANCE P> button repeatedly. Check
for the VCR to turn on after each press. Stop
pressing the button when the VCR turns on. The
proper infra—red code has now been accessed.
NOTE: It may take as many as 40 attempts
before the correct code is found. The ADVANCE
« button can be used to returnto a code that was
accidently passed by.
