SETTING UP THE 4-in-1

Please read before using this equipment

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After you set up the 4-in-1, its cornmand keys
work like the keys on your original remote
controls, though the labeling might differ
slightly. For example, a key on your original
remote control labeled PWR ON/OFF is
equivalent to the 4-in-1's POWER key.

Notes:

® Whenever you use the 4-in-1's RECORD
key, you must press it twice. This safety
feature helps prevent you from accidentally
erasing audio or video tapes.

® The P {Program) key is a special key you
use when you set up the 4-in-1 to replace
your original remote controls.

& The TV, VCR, AUX, and CBL keys are de-
vice keys. You use them when you set up
the 4in-1 to replace your criginal remote
controls. You also use the device keys dur-
ing normal operation to tell the 4-in-1 which
device you want to control.

& The B key, located directly above the CBL
device key, performs the same function as
the A/B key on your cable remote.

Follow these steps to set up your 4-in-1,

1.

Remove the battery compartment cover and
install four fresh AAA Alkaline batteries
(Radio Shack Cat. No. 23-555). As indic-
ated by the illustration in the battery com-
partment.

Note: Do not place objects on top of the re-
mote control after you install the batteries.
This can press down keys and reduce bat-
tery life.

Refer to "Manufacturer's Codes" and
write down the codes for your original re-
mote contrals on the provided label.

Press the device key for the remote you
are replacing (TV, VCR, AUX, or CBL).

Press down and hold P until the red indica-
tor blinks twice. Release the P key and enter
your 3-digit code.

For example, to replace a Panasonic TV's
remote control (manufacturer code 051),
you would press:

TV-P-0-5-1
Point the 4-in-1 at your device and press

POWER. The device should turn on (or off,
if it was on).

Repeat Steps 2-5 for additional devices.



IF YOU HAVE PROBLEMS

If the 4-in-1 does not control your remote control
devices when you first set it up, you probably
haven't entered the carrect 3-digit code for your
devices. You can try all the codes for the brand
of your device, but because many manufactur-
ers make products using several different brand
names, you might want to search the 4-in-1's
entire library as follows:

1. Manually turn on the device you are trying to
set up.

2. Press the device key and aim the 4-in-1 at the
device.

3. Press down and hold P until the red indicator
blinks twice then release and press 9-9- 1.

4. Repeatedly press POWER, then the device
key for the type of device (TV, VCR, AUX, or
CBL) until the device responds.

Each time you press the device key, the 4-
in-1 advances to the next manufacturer's
code in the list.

5. When the device responds, press P to lock in
the manufacturer's code.

if necessary, repeat these steps for each de-
vice key.

To determine which 3-digit code the 4-in-1 is
set to, press the device key then P until the red
indicator blinks twice. Release P and press 9-9 - 0.
Press the 1 key and the 4-in-1 blinks out the num-
ber of the first digit. Press 2 to have the 4-in-1 blink
out the 2nd digit, then 3 to have it blink out the 3rd
digit.

if the 4-in-1 stops working after you success-
fully test the control of each device, or if you
are unable to get the 4-in-1 to work at all,
check the following:

® Be sure you press the device key for the
device you want to control

® Replace the batteries.

¢ Confirm that your remote control devices
are waorking properly using manual controls
or the original remotes,

e |f some buttons do not function for your de-
vice, you might be able to scan to a better
device code.
