route the line that connects pin 2 of UI 
and pin 7 of U2 to pin 8 -not pin 7 as

There is a minor error in Fig. 2 of my

1986). To rectify it, break the line linking 
ICI OUT with IC2 IN to the right of the 
dot that joins the vertical line going to 
S4A. Then draw a line from IC2 IN down 
to the line that goes to the top of R7 and 
to pin 3 of IC3. If the project is wired as 

shown, it will function properly, though 
it will be wasteful of power because the 
charge circuit will be active even in the 
"zap" mode when it is not needed.
