The 72720 dual comparator is a new IC
from Texas Instruments, available from any
authorized Tl dealer. However, if you are
having trouble locating this IC locally, you
can substitute the 1458 (available from
many dealers; see the back of PE) or any
other dual comparator IC. Just make cer-
tain that you make the necessary pin
changes.

The foil pattern for the probe was printed
twice up for clarity, but was mistakenly
called actual size.
